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m Checking the version number
You may check the TF main firmware version number from the version field in the About screen of the
SYSTEM SETUP screen.
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m Preparing for the update
You will need the following items ready to execute the update procedure.

@® Formatted (FAT32) USB memory
In the TF series unit, memory of 4GB or larger will be formatted in FAT32. For the formatting
procedure, refer to “TF5/TF3/TF1 Reference Manual.”
For formatting in a computer, refer to documentations supplied with the computer or its OS.
@® The TF series firmware
Download the latest firmware from the following URL.

m Updating the TF series firmware
Described below are the procedures to update the TF series unit firmware.

Uncompress the compressed file you downloaded in advance.
1. Connect the USB memory (formatted in FAT32) to the USB connector of your computer.

2. Copy the “TF_updater_v***.bin” (*** indicates the version number) in the folder extracted from the

downloaded zip file to the root directory of the USB memory.

3. Remove the USB memory from the computer when the files have been copied.
For more information on removing the USB memory, refer to the owner's manual for your computer and USB memory.

4. Turn off the power to the TF series.
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5. Connect the USB memory to the TF USB connector (right side), then turn on the power to the TF

series.
An "Update firmware?" message will be displayed.

6. Touch the “Update” button to start loading the firmware.

CAUTION :
DO NOT OPERATE ANY CONTROL OF THE CONSOLE (SWITCHES, KNOBS, FADERS, ETC.) WHILE UPDATING
THE FIRMWARE.

Some update versions require the following additional steps (7, 8, and 9) to update the [TFREC] module, and the
panel sub CPU.

7. Wait for approximately two minutes, after the firmware has been loaded, the TF series automatically
restarts and a "TFREC UPDATING..." message appears.
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While this message is shown, do not operate any of the console controls.

8. When a "TFREC UPDATE FINISH.” popup window (or similar message) appears, press the CLOSE

button to close it.

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9. If the panel sub CPU update is required, wait for the TF console to reboot and the LCD to begin
displaying.
The LCD and panel LEDs will turn off the lights for a while, and then will light again after rebooting. This is

normal operation, even if a channel name is not shown, or if an auxiliary light lights.

10. Reboot the TF series.

Rebooting for the system is required after updating completely.

11. Check the TF firmware version number from the version field in the “About” screen of the SYSTEM

SETUP screen to confirm updating was completed.
